In any adaptation framework, consideration should be given to the role 

of specialised Market Based Instruments (MBIs) and public-private 

partnerships should be encouraged with a view to the sharing of 
investment, risk, reward and responsibilities between the public and 

private sector in the delivery of adaptation action. Examples of MBIs

include incentive schemes for protecting ecosystem services or for 

projects enhancing the resilience of ecosystems and economic sectors 

in the form of Payments for Ecosystem Services (PES).
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
